Forgiveness - "Giving up resentment I have against someone, along with the right to get even, no
matter what they have done."
 
Unforgiveness - "The deliberate decision to refuse to give up resentment toward someone and the
right to get even. Somebody has to pay for the hurt and I will not be happy until they suffer
personally."
